	The stages of application
What happens after your application has been received and acknowledged?


	Step 1
An email with either a request for more information, an in-principal approval, or a rejection with stated reasons.


	Step 2
A meeting in school with you and a member of your leadership team together with a Blackbird Representative to discuss the practicalities around your application.


	Step 3
A confirmatory email with notes from the meeting and any issues arising that require resolving.


	Step 4
Detailed costed expenses for the agreed project to be obtained and submitted by you.


	Step 5
A brief resume confirming the final scope and timing of the project with agreed grant sum will be issued by Blackbird for the final signature of you and your Head teacher.


	Step 6
The grant sum will be paid into your school account and an acknowledgment of payment issued by your Business Manager 


	Step 7
Copies of Trade receipts to be provided to total at least the amount of the grant within four weeks of receipt of grant.


	Step 8
Project underway with Blackbird available for guidance and support if required. School to advise on completion and ribbon cutting!


	Step 9
School to fulfil the commitments around communication and reporting back to Blackbird and SEEN
